In addition to authoring The
ABCs of Student Leadership and being a contributing author of Professionally Speaking, Sunjay travels around the
world speaking to students and student leaders about making life choices and taking ownerships for the choices they
make. Prior to becoming an author and professional speaker Sunjay was a founding Vice President of an e-learning
company based in Toronto that has gone on to become a multimillion-dollar company.

Buzzard continued, “Sunjay definitely inspired our students to start the school year off with a bang. I am excited to
see the amazing things all our students accomplish this year.”
